UV technology has been around for years however, its 
application to air-handling systems as an effective 
germicidal disinfectant has recently become very popular.   
Mr. Fontaine will address the basic principles of UV 
technology, how it works and why it is an effective agent 
against bacteria and mold.    
The two (2) major applications in air-handling systems 
will be explained:  first, the application for removal of 
bacteria and molds around the cooling coil and drain pan 
and second, the application of killing infectious microbes 
“on-the-fly”.  IAQ, performance and operating cost impact 
of UV technology will be presented, along with return on 
investment studies.   
Mr. Fontaine has over 30 years experience in the HVAC 
industry.  Prior to joining UVDI two (2) years ago, Mr. 
Fontaine worked for York International for 13 years and 
Johnson Controls for 7 years.

Eligibility  
The prerequisites to qualify for the certification process have been designed to take into account the possible 
diversity of education and practical experience an individual may have. However each CEM candidate must meet 
one of the following criteria:  
·  A four-year engineering degree and/or P.E. , with at least three years experience in energy management.  
·  A four-year business or related degree, with at least five years experience in energy management.  
·  A two-year technical degree, with eight years experience in energy management.  
Ten years or more verified experience in energy management. (Note: Letters of reference and verification of 
employment must be submitted.)  
 

Examination Requirement  
All CEM candidates must satisfactorily complete a four-hour written open-book exam, proctored by an approved 
exam administrator. Of the following seventeen sections of the exam, candidates must complete at a minimum of 
eleven, including those indicated as Required:  

Maintaining Certification  
Continuing education is essential to maintaining high standards of professional competency. A CEM must  
accumulate eight (8) professional credits every three years to maintain certification.  
Calculating Your Continuing Education Credits:  
If you wish to use energy-related AEE seminars as a part of meeting the 8-credit requirement to maintain 
certification, note that you will earn 0.8 CEU for each full day of participation in any AEE seminar. For example, a 2-
day AEE seminar will earn you 1.6 CEU, or the equivalent of 3.2 credits toward CEM renewal. The four-hour  
period allotted for certification examinations is not included when calculating the number of contact hours for a 
seminar.

“Global Warming – Fact or Fiction” 
March 19, 2007 

 
 
Overview:    Two different perspectives will be presented on the effects of CO2 on climate change.  A review of the 
data and predictions from climate change models will provide evidence as to the culpability of CO2.  Following 
that, a completely different approach will consider the long time and large scale trends, and further review some 
of the data leading to the inference that the effects on global warming, if any, are not significant. The participants 
will be challenged to judge for themselves on the culpability of CO2 as a greenhouse gas threatening the welfare 
or even survival of future generations.  An underlining objective of the presentation is for all of us to constantly 
challenge data or postulates, and to basically “think as engineers”. 
 

Lecturer:    Victor Goldschmidt is an Emeritus Purdue Professor of Mechanical 
Engineering with more than 35 years of lecturing experience, Fellow and Past Director-
at-Large of ASHRAE, and honorary member of the IIR (International Institute of 
Refrigeration), ACAIRE (Colombia Association of Air Conditioning and Refrigeration, 
AAF (Argentine Association of Cold), and ASURVAC (Uruguay Association of 
Refrigeration, Ventilation, Air Conditioning and Heating). He has also served as chair of 
the ASHRAE Task Group on Climate Change, and while serving in that role and 
carefully reviewing the published literature he slowly changed his perspective on the 
culpability of refrigerants in ozone depletion and global warming. His industrial 
experience includes having been an Application Engineer, and a Development Engineer 
with Honeywell, as well as serving as team leader with numerous research contracts 

with the HVAC&R industry. He also led research teams through grants with the DOD, NSF, and other 
governmental bodies.    With more than 200 publications, he served as mentor to both graduate and 
undergraduate students.  His earlier research and teaching included studies in atmospheric flows, and turbulent 
transport processes.  Currently he is a facilitator to problem solving and strategic planning sessions, an “ASHRAE 
Distinguished Lecturer”, and Trustee in the Leelanau Township Board in the Lower Northwest Michigan.  
 
His service as an ASHRAE DL includes lectures on: Global Warming: Differing Perspectives (also could be in the 
form of a jury trial involving participants); Principles of Leadership and Group Dynamics; Principles of Leadership 
and Change;  Sustainability and Energy in the Context of Power Plants;  Problem Solving in Engineering; Air 
Conditioning: A Look Into the Past, myths and a Guess into the Future;  Active Listening and Styles of 
Communication; ASHRAE’s Core Values, Code of Ethics, and Their Implication; Releasing Individuals’ Own 
Creativity and training sessions on: Leadership Principles; Engineering Problem Solving; Engineering Creativity; 
and Strategic Planning.
